PACE Programs

Programs of All-Inclusive Care for the Elderly (PACE) is a Medicare and Medicaid
program that helps people meet their health care needs in the community instead
of going to a nursing home or other care facility. The care is overseen by an
interdisciplinary team, consisting of professional and paraprofessional staff.
Participants must be at least 55 years of age, live in the PACE service area, and be
certified as eligible for nursing home care by the appropriate State agency and be
able to live safely in the community with the help of PACE. The PACE program
becomes the sole source of services for Medicare and Medicaid eligible enrollees.
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Paying for Long-Term Care

Many older adults and caregivers worry about the cost of medical care. These
expenses can use up a significant part of monthly income, even for families who
thought they had saved enough.
